
Dear,
We are writing to you as you have been a good friend of CFL over the years. We are now again approaching you for your financial support to help us met our annual shortfall.
At the cost of repeating ourselves, we thought we would take this opportunity to share with you our financial philosophy.
From the outset a few principles have guided our thinking:
affordability should never be a criterion for admission to CFL, and anyone who is serious about this education should have access to it 
parents should not bear the complete financial burden of running the school, neither will infrastructure and capital costs be transferred to parents
two consequences of the above are that a) we control costs carefully and b) we reach out to society at large to support our educational endeavour 
We work out the finances in the following way: 
every year we calculate the 'cost per child' to run CFL and then ask parents  to contribute whatever amount they wish toward the running of the school
parents are given scholarship without any questions asked, and there is no cap on the number or amount of scholarships
all parents and teachers equally share the costs for transport and food at ‘actuals’, unless this places a financial burden on them
With these principles and practices, we have had to raise funds every year not only to meet capital costs, but also to cover the shortfall between the income generated by the contribution from parents and actual cost of running the school. For the financial year 2022-23, we anticipate a shortfall of about 50 lakhs. 
Our approach towards raising funds has been two-fold, we approach donors to make a one-time contributions towards the corpus or request donors to make commitments to donate a fixed amount every year towards the scholarship fund (the Friends of CFL programme)
